	· Transitional Independent Living Program: A program designed to support youth as they transition into independent living.
· Housing Team for Skill Development: Tenant Liaison Workers are here to provide guidance and support in building skills necessary for living successfully as an independent adult, such as budgeting, cooking, and maintaining a household.
· Resource Support: Tenant Liaison Workers act as a resource to help youth connect with community services and additional support networks.
· Safety Net for Growth: The Program offers a safety net for those working towards becoming independent, helping youth develop and practice the skills needed for long-term success.
· Expectations of Healthy Relationships:  Mutual respect and healthy, professional relationships between tenants and staff always.
· All residents must abide by the rules and legislation of the Residential Tenancy Branch. All rental units are managed by the Property Management team of Community Services.
	· Not a 24/7 Program: Tenant Liaison Workers are available during specific hours and will offer scheduled check-ins and support. 
· Not a Mental Health or Substance Use Program: The Program does not provide specialized mental health or substance use services. We encourage youth to connect with appropriate resources as needed. 
· Not a Crisis Intervention Program: The program is not designed to provide immediate crisis intervention. If youth are in crisis, it is recommended to reach out to emergency services or other specialized support programs. 
· Not Financial Support: The Program does not provide any financial assistance. 
· Not a Replacement for Self-Sufficiency: While the Program provides support, it is essential that youth are able to live independently. This program acts as a support system for growth, but it is expected that tenants to take responsibility for their own living situation.
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
